Five behavioural tests 

measuring fearfulness 

or sociality

Results:
Males generally more 

fearful than females

Heavier males less 

fearful than the lighter 

ones

Correlations suggest a genetic 

linkage between 

tonic immobility and aggression 

& 

fear and sociality 

in chickens
